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ARG MARKET RADAR
Pre-Owned Jet Market Shows Signs of Stabilization in Q1 2026

The pre-owned business jet market showed early signs of stabilization in Q1
2026, with steady inventory levels alongside softer transaction activity and
shifting seller behavior.

Aircraft listed for sale remained essentially flat year over year, with 364 jets
added in Q1 2026 compared to 365 in Q1 2025, continuing the stable supply
trend following the surge in 2023.

As shown above, transaction activity declined while pricing pressure eased
and withdrawals increased. Fewer deals closed despite consistent
availability, and sellers appeared less willing to adjust pricing, opting
instead to pull aircraft from the market.

Together, these trends point to a market in transition. Supply remains
steady, but reduced deal volume and fewer price adjustments suggest a
disconnect between buyer expectations and seller positioning. Rather than
correcting through pricing, the market appears to be entering a period of
pause.

Whether this signals the start of a more balanced environment or a
temporary slowdown will depend on how demand evolves in the coming
quarters.
